Annuity Suitability Update

Although the NAIC Life Insurance & Annuities (A) Committee approved a
draft revised version of the NAIC Suitability in Annuity Transactions Model
Regulation at its Winter National Meeting last December,Ntaglel Regulation has not been formally
adopted by the NAIC, which requires a vote of its Joint Executive (EX) Committee and then a vote of its
Plenary Committee. Current indications suggest that the Executive/Plenary votes on whether to adopt
the Model Rgulation will not take place until the Spring National Meeting in Denver.

State insurance regulators are exploring the possible development of
"regulatory guidance" in the form of a list of frequently asked questions
concerning the Model Regulation vehi could be presented along with

the Model Regulation as a package to be approved by the Joint Execulf
(EX)/Plenary Committees in Denver. IMSA will continue to monitor the
developments and provide updates. '
